
2008 CONVENTION ENRICHMENT SESSIONS

Session #1 Sherron Watkins—Lord, Open My Eyes To…Faith and Integrity in the Workplace:  Do you

have the integrity and faith to stand up for what’s right no matter what?  That’s exactly what Sherron Watkins did at

her former employer Enron.  She’s called a “whistleblower”, but we know her as a woman of faith and integrity.

Hear Sherron’s amazing journey of faith through her Enron experience and practical wisdom on how to stand up for

what is right and honest in the workplace – no matter the “worldly” cost.  Most importantly, you will hear first hand

what Jesus meant in the parable of the talents in Matthew 25, “well done you good and faithful servant, now come

and share the Master’s happiness.”  The rewards for acting on your faith are immeasurable; God is true to His Word

and He not only binds up and heals your hurts but brings you into His happiness.

Session #2 Deborah Duncan—Lord, Open My Eyes To…Seeing Your Hand In My Life:  After a drunk

driver killed her brother, and after surviving a life-threatening brain aneurysm, Deborah Duncan has seen God work

powerfully through her life, family and friends.  As a major network news anchor in the Houston area, Deborah is in

a unique position to share her faith.  Hear Deborah speak from the heart about keeping our eyes open to God’s

working in our lives regardless of our circumstances.

Session #3 Jan Struck—Lord, Open My Eyes To…Abundant Joy (and Giggles) In the Mission Field:  Do

you find humor and joy in the Lord even though others may not see it?  Jan uses humor in special ways to find joy

no matter the situations in which God places her.  Joy is vital in our mission to spread the Gospel to the ends of the

earth.  Come and enjoy laughter as Jan shares practical tips on maintaining joy and humor in the mission fields of

our lives.

Session #4 Jan Brunette—Lord, Open My Eyes To…Your Will For My Life:  We are often content to “be

saved”, but forget that we are “saved to serve.”  Join Jan as she talks about understanding God’s will for our lives

through the study of Scripture, living a life of service to others and reaching the lost for Christ.  Please bring your

Bibles.

Session #5 Vivian Ernst—Lord, Open My Eyes To…Being an LWML Woman in Mission:  The LWML’s

main focus is serving the Lord through mission work.

Session #8 Prison Ministry—Lord, Open My Eyes To…Our Mission to Society’s Barred:  Being in prison is

a demoralizing and tough life.  The world chooses to believe that “you get what you deserve.”  But as Christians,

mercy believes in God’s grace and a second chance.  Houston’s prison systems have several thousand inmates.  Hear

about innovative missionary work to those facing the uphill challenge of life behind bars and preparing them for life

after prison.
